WHEN TWO SAILING VESSELS ARE APPROACHING
ONE ANOTHER, SO AS TO INVOLVE THE RISK OF COL-
LISION,ONE OF THEM SHALL KEEP OUT OF THE WAY
OF THE OTHER AS FOLLOWS:

« When each has the wind on a different side, the vessel with the
wind on the port side shall keep out of the way of the other;

« When both have the wind on the same side, the vessel which is to
windward shall keep out of the way of the vessel to leeward;

« If a vessel with the wind on the port side sees a vessel to wind-
ward and cannot determine with certainty whether the other ves-
sel has the wind on the port or starboard side, she shall keep out
of the way of the other.

International Regulations for prevention of Collisions at Sea
Despite these gentlemanly rules for safe conduct on the water there :
is a caveat which less gentle folk than us sailors seem to live by and -
that is “Might has Right” soKeith’s own rule, which supercedes
any and all of the above, is; if itOs bigger and fasteGET OUT OF
ITS WAY, especially if it has no sign of any sails at all.

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Between Pacific Tides; The Sand Dollar

The sand dollar is one of the most misunderstood creatures on our coast, but even in the current economic down
turn has not depreciated. Most people who encounter this animal find its re-
mains washed up on the beach. The bone-white exoskeleton of the sand dol-
lar provides few clues about how it lives and behaves.

Sand dollars are related to sea urchins. The exoskeleton of the sand dollar
is made up of calcium carbonate and is called a test. These are the hard
white shells with flowery designs that we commonly find washed up on

the beaches like those around Tofino. When the animal is alive the test
protects its tissues and organs. When they die, the insides rot away,
leaving only the test to drift up on shore.Their bodies are covered in
thousands of soft purple spines, giving the animal the texture of beard
stubble. Sand dollars are expert burrowers. They make their living
by burying part-way into the sand with their undersides facing the
oncoming current. When in position, the sand dollar looks a like a
coin that has landed on its side. As water passes over its outer sur-
face, specialized spines and tube feet collect plankton. Nutrients
are then passed into food grooves that channel into the animal’s
mouth. Sand dollars “breath” through a flower-shaped organ on
their backs called a petaloid. If you do find a sand dollar exoskele-
ton, you will see that this organ has the shape of a five-arm sea star. While it
is alive, it is essential that the animal not bury itself too deep in the sand. If its petaloid
becomes clogged, the sand dollar will suffocate.

Sand dollars have been found living at very high densi-
ties. At one site on Hornby Island approximately 1,800 sand dol-
lars were found living in a single square meter. Given that these
creatures can live virtually anywhere that there is a sandy bottom
to burrow into, why might they choose to live so close to one
another? One possibility is that sand dollars are influencing the
flow of water around themselves and their immediate neigh-
bors. Using the contours of its shell and optimizing the distance
between itself and its closest neighbors, each sand dollar is
able to create a small eddy of current that helps concentrate
plankton near its feeding surface. This is an incredible behav- » L

Perhaps the greatest threat facing sand dollars in British Co- X a5
lumbia’s is the beautiful symmetry of their exoskeleton.
These are attractive to tourists, and many sand dollars are collected, dried .
and sold as decoration each year. Granted, these shells are lovely, but they do contain a
living animal quite content to remain undisturbed in their sandy homes.

A Sand Dollar Riddle
What did the baby sand dollar say to itself when it smelled a fish that would like to eat it? ... “Let’s split!”
In their young larval days, sand dollars are squishy morsels floating in the water. So their defense mechanism
against predators is literally to split themselves in two. This is the only larvae known to clone in response to
predator cues.

A Better Plastic Water Jug

As most folks who sail and live on board at anchor learn, clear or white plastic of any sort, tends to break down
due to UV degradation faster than dark colored plastic. This is definitely the case with the folding water jugs we
like to use on board Taleisin.

The folding jugs have a lot of advantages over hard plastic ones. Not only are they less damaging to the boat, they
conform to the shape of our bilges so we can use them to carry extra water for longer passages and they can be
folded up and stored away when they aren’t in use. Unfortunately the only ones readily available in most marine
and camping stores are clear plastic. By good fortunate, we came across black coloured plastic ones when we
were in a camping supply store several years back. They are not sold as water jugs, but as solar showers. They
have slightly stronger handle connections than the clear water jugs, but are otherwise exactly the same. When our
normal camp store supplier ran out of stock, we decided to contact the Canadian Company, Reliance Plastic In-
dustries, which makes these. They sent us to the web and now we can order Solar showers easily from
www.target.com.

If we make sure the jugs aren’t resting against any sharp corners or bolts when we store them full of water in the
bilge we can use them for four or five years of voyaging before they need replacing — and remember we use them
to carry the vast majority of the water we use, from shore to the boat.

Our blog is a little slow; so I will give you the Coles Note’s version .
We left Mazatlan from the El Cid resort marina after a 51 day stay (which gave my leg a chance to
strengthen) and put to sea for a two day and one night trip to San Blas.
We had planned to make a stop at one of the islands, but the anchorage would have been too disturbed.

San Blas was more like the Mexican town that we had hoped to see. No tourists and all the signs of a town
without money doing the best it can. We anchored in a large bay away from the town, as we did not want to
anchor on the river due to having concerns with depth when we would choose to leave.

The vegetation is very tropical with wet lands full of wild life including crocodiles. On our way back we will
take the guided Jungle Tour. From San Blas we headed south, for a couple of over night stops at small
places.We took a day trip to Tepic with another yachtie couple. for a change of pace. Shopping was the main
attraction, as well sights of historical value.

‘We then half sailed and then motored to L:a Cruz. On the way the boat that we were travelling with got
tangled up in a fishing drift line that appear to form a natural hazard on this coast.

La Cruz is in Banderas Bay, a 20 minute bus ride to Puerto Vallarta. We have been into P.V. but much prefer
La Cruz. Our stay here has been elongated as we have to wait for a piece of rigging to come from the US..

I was making an inspection of the rig and found a rigging wire (lower port shroud, the only ones we did not
replace in July) that gave cause for concern. So, rather that push on and hope for the best, we have elected to
stay here and make the best of the sunshine, beaches, and agreeable temperatures.

To help pass the time we have just got back from a bus trip to Guadalajara for five days. Shopping was again
an attraction, as well as seeing much of the early Spanish architecture from the 16 hundreds and later. We
looked at a variety of old churches and a couple of cathedrals. We would have benefitted from a Roman
Catholic interpreter to explain all the stuff........

My Spanish rigger cannot give me an exact delivery time.In the meantime we wait in the sunshine for a week
to 10 days.

The plan from there is to make our way down to Barra de Navidad, which is our turn around point before
returning to Mazatlan, where we will leave the boat for the hurricane season
